in which a grade of C+ or C has been awarded when the course is next or
subsequently offered.

1.1 In the School of Nursing and Midwifery (East Africa), given the grading scale
for non-nursing courses, students may repeat a non-nursing course in which a

grade of C+, C, C- and D has been awarded.

The grade awarded for a repeated course will supersede the grade from the first
attempt at the course, regardless of whether the new grade is higher or lower.

Both grades will appear on the student’s transcript but the second grade, whether
higher or lower, will be used in the computation of the student’s average.

No course may be repeated more than once.
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
