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1. Purpose:
This document describes the procedure to assess compliance of animal work with protocol approved by the Ethics Committee for Animal Care & Use (ECACU), and the relevant Animal Facility SOPs and Guidelines, in order to ensure health and wellbeing of animals, humane animal care and management, health and safety of personnel and environment, and, as a whole, good animal laboratory and husbandry practices.

2. Scope:
All people involved in animal care, management, and husbandry practices, including facility staff, as well as users handling animals or performing measurements or procedures, including researchers and students, at AKU, Stadium Road.

3. Responsibility:
Animal Facility Committee, ECACU, animal users.

4. Processes / Procedure:
4.1. Post approval monitoring is to be performed for each active protocol on an annual basis.
4.2. More frequent monitoring may be warranted, as per recommendations from ECACU or the first post-approval monitoring report. 
4.3. It is to be performed using the checklist below by the Principal Investigator or their assigned team member along with the Attending Veterinarian or their assigned staff member form the Animal Facility
4.4. Filled checklist is to be submitted to ECACU as the oversight body.
4.5. Hard copy of the filled checklist report is to be maintained in project master file by the Principal Investigator
